RESOLVED, that the County of Atlantic relax its rule regarding solicitation on County roads on holidays
and holiday weekends and approve the requested solicitation dates since the Borough of Longport, being a resort
community, does not have sufficient traffic for a successful coin drop on non-holidays; and it is further

RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be duly submitted to the County of Atlantic as part
of the Longport Volunteer Fire Department County Roadway Solicitation application.

This resolution shall be effective immediately.
