 WHEREAS, the Municipal Administrator and are recommending award to Falasca Mechanical of 

Vineland, N.J. for the Total Amount of $16,760.00 as stated in their Proposal dated April 10, 2020. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Longport Borough Board of Commissioners that the 

aforementioned recommendation is hereby accepted and that said Governing Body hereby awards a Contract to 

the only responsible responder, price and other factors being considered, Falasca Mechanical of Vineland, N.J. 

for the repairs to HVAC in the Police Department, for the Total Amount of $16,760.00 as stated in their Proposal 

dated April 10, 2020; and

required Purchase Order to Falasca Mechanical ; and the Administrator are hereby directed to authorize the
