of Atlantic City, N.J. for the Total Amount of $25,949.00 as stated in their Proposal dated February 6, 2023. 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Longport Borough Board of Commissioners that the 

aforementioned recommendation is hereby accepted and that said Governing Body hereby awards a Contract to
